THE ULTIMATE DANCE PARTY! 

● Set the mood with lighting. We bring all the lights you need for the dance, and low lighting is 
crucial. Ask if your venue can fully turn lights off for the dance. It makes a huge difference!

● Band + Bar = Magic. Extra magic happens when the band and the bar are in the same 
room. Try to avoid multiple locations if possible.

● Keep transitions tight. Long speeches and delays can send the older generation home 
before we start. Keep a great flow with 2-4 speeches, then 10-15 minutes for dessert. 

● Energy boosters. Designate friends to be dance captains! Provide glow sticks or light up 
glasses. Join the band & play our cowbell. If you stay on the dance floor, everyone else will 
too!

ADDITIONAL: 

Videographers: Please let your videographer know we will provide them with high quality audio 
via XLR. We cannot attach their microphone to our microphone. We understand backups, but 
doing so can ironically cause dropouts, from multiple transmitters in close proximity, or from the 
speaker then holding a bulky microphone via the transmitter.

Correspondence: Feel free to email or call with questions! We like to firm up details one month 
in advance, but we’re happy to help anytime. 

Insurance: On rare occasions, venues require a $1,000,000 liability policy, which we have. Let 
us know and we’ll get the venue a certificate of insurance right away.

Power: We require a standard, grounded, 20 amp, 3-prong outlet for our electrical needs. We 
must have our own circuit, without anything else plugged into it. 

Setup: It takes 3 hours to set up for the band and DJ. Our ceremony system takes 1 hour. 
Please allow 45 minutes for tear down at the end of the night.

Staging: We generally require a 16’ (wide) x 12’ (deep) rectangular space for the band. If we 
have the horn section it’s 24x12. Please contact us if the space for the band is smaller.
